Who doesn't prefer to think of happy chickens
roaming merrily through a barnyard getting fed
by a singing Snow White? The truth is that
factory chickens are kept in very tight quarters
and "free range" only means they had access to
an open door, not that they ever used it. Also,
"vegetarian fed" is not a good thing. Chickens are natural omnivores and
when they are forced to eat a vegetarian diet (often consisting of
processed soy) their eggs contain less nutrition.
